Good Medicine is an experimental documentary project commissioning five (5) First Nation 

filmmakers to each produce one six (6) minute short high-definition video interpreting the 

question: What constitutes a healthy community from First Nation Albertan perspectives?  

The goal of this project was to explore the breadth and myriad issues surrounding the concepts of 

health and wellness in the context of First Nation communities in Alberta. 

 

In retrospect, we have to view our work as Act 1 on the way to a larger script which should entail 

examination of specific threads about Aboriginal human health resource careers and influences 

from their personal and community life experiences. “Good Medicine” is not meant to ponder 

the hopelessness of the future health and wellbeing of these communities, but instead act as a 

catalyst for dialogue and action.
