PROCEDURE

Five steps:

(a) arranged invitation into the community and

participated in community-based health

organizationôsethical review

(1 year process),

(b) focus group,

(c) participant recruitment,

(d) research interview,

(e) follow-up interview to discuss 

results.



PARTICIPANTS

Four criteria:

(a) previous suicidality, 

(b) current social activism/

community contribution, 

(c) membership in one of 

two specific Vancouver

Island British Columbia

First Nations, and 

(d) be over the age of 21.
