Yes, we experience that sometimes in our community. Once in a while ladies will
have tubal pregnancies, or when the woman hemorrhages. Sometimes a woman has
a long labour, or if there is an unexpected sudden delivery and the baby can’t
breath ... yes, sometimes it’s hard what we have to go through.

When we suspect it is tubal pregnancy, it’s handled by nurses with an ultra sound
test. Once they know for sure it is tubal pregnancy than they are medevaced to
Montreal.

We use many traditional ways here in our community. For example, pregnant
women should not go out the door backward, because you could have a breached
baby. We were also always taught to eat nutritious food, eat country food, and
always told us those are the best foods.
